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The purpose of this research study was to develop Tambon Web Pages that people
needed.The samples of the study were comprised of 15 management Tambon officers
Tasala,Chieng Mai 5 teachers of Tasala school and 15 local people of Tambon Tasala,
Chieng Mai. Tools of research were comprised of 3 styles of Tambon Web Pages and
questionnaires. Questionnaires had two parts. Part one was related ot general
information. Part two asked about the components of Tambon Web Pages.

The research finding found that most subjects  prefered the components of the
second style of Tambon Web Pages which were home page, menu, backgrond color,
comprehensible, page format and motivating. The first style was the second rank the
subjects needed, and the third style was the last one the subjects needed. The column
menu styles was more prefeied than the row style menu. Subjects prefered to have

other links within the information web page.
