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ABSTRACT
This study investigated social bond factors and differential association
factors in sexual offense among 234 boys at Juvenile Vocational Training Center for
Boys in Bangkok Metropolitan Area: Greater Bangkok. Data were analyzed with
statistical application of frequencies, means, standard deviations, t-tests, Analysis of

Variance (ANOVA), and Multiple Classification Analysis (MCA).

Results revealed that the average age of juvenile sexual offense at the time
of committing the crime was 15.91 years, and 18.13 years at time of the survey. The
age of the youngest committed sexual offender was about 12 years old. For
educational level, the majority were in upper secondary school (44%); average
monthly income was 4,362 baht. Most of the offenders were Buddhists, followed by
Islam and Christian. As for marital status, the majority (71.8%) were single and 36
(15.4%) had children. Nearly all of those with children (86.1%) had only one child.
For parents’ status, most had parents who were alive and living together (51.7%). Prior
to last offense, these children or 40.2% lived with their parents. The majority (51.3%)
reported they got along well with each other. It was found that often the father had
some deviant social behavior, mostly smoking cigarettes, followed by quarrelling,
gambling, being accused of crime, dealing drugs, and being a defendant in a civil
lawsuit, respectively. As for the mother’s behaviors, it was reported that most
quarreled, followed by gambling, drinking alcohol, smoking, being accused of dealing
drugs, being involved in criminal and civil cases, respectively. Parents usually made
their livings from being hired workers (39.77%) or being vendors having their own
business (30.87%). After combining parents’ incomes, it showed an average monthly
income of 17,993 baht. It also found that both social bond factors and differential
association factors had an influence on the occurrence of sexual offense committed by
juveniles, with statistical significance 0.05 and 0.01, respectively.
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
