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The purposes of this research were to study and compare the job
satisfaction of the teachers in the Vocational Education Institute of Bangkok by
work experience and subject area. The samples were 325 teachersin the
Vocational Education Institute of Bangkok in academic year 2004 selected by
stratified rarcdem sampling. The instrument utilized for data collection was a
questionnaire consisted of respondents’ general information and satisfaction
question. Its reliability coefficient was 0.97. Data were analyzed by using
percentage, mean, standard deviation one way analysis of variance and
Scheffe 's test.

Research findings were as follows :

1. The teachers in the Vocational Education Institute of Bangkok expressed
their job satisfaction at moderate level.

2. The job satisfaction of the teachers in the Vocational Education of
Bangkok who had various work experience were statistically different at .05 level
of significance.

3. The job satisfaction of the teachers in tie Vocational Education of
Bangkok who teached in different subject area were statistically different

at .05 level of significance.
