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Abstract

This study - the study of “Problems in the Operation of Relevant Thai Officers
in Preventing and Suppressing International Crime Agencies in Thailand” - aims to study
the measures in preventing and suppressing international crime agencies; as well as
pursing the way to develop the prevention and the suppression for international crime
agencies to be effective. The research, |, use Survey Research and Qualitative
Research based on document such as books, sheets, and other relevant researches in
order to set up a frame-work and to analyze in further steps. In addition, Field Research
is performed too by using a questionnaire to collect data. The sample group used
herein is the officers who are in charge of the operation of the prevention and the
suppression for international crime agencies, i.e., the officers in the Foreign Division, the
Office of the National Police; the Central Bureau of Investigation - 2" Unit, the Office of
the National Police; and the Bureau of Foreign Activities and International Crimes, the
Department of Special Case Examination, the office of the National Police. | also
interview the directors and the academics from relevant offices. Then, the data from the
questionnaire will be analyzed and processed.

The studies of the registration of the criminal laws-the Transfer of the
Perpetrator through Territories Act B.E. 2472, the Immigrant Investigation Act, B.E. 2522,
the Criminal Co-operation Act B.E. 2535, the International Co-operation through ICPO,
the Witness Protection, the Transfer of the perpetrator through Territories, the Seizure
and Confiscation the Prisoner Transfer, and Techniques for Special Case Examination,
all the which are for preventing and suppressing international crime agencies, lead to
the findings that most operational officers are male with the age range of 41-50. Most
officers are married and have Bachelor's degrees in Politics, Liberal Art, Humanities,
and Laws. However, some departments require just the secondary school diploma. The
ranks of most officers are Police Sergeant Majors and Police Senior Sergeant Majors,
whose ranks are lower than the rank 3 of the samples who are civil servants whose
working terms are more than 15 years. The majority of the sample has the income in the

range of 15,000 to 20,000 baht. The language most used herein is English. Most

samples have been trained with the prevention and the suppression for International
Crime agencies. The majority of the agreement given herein is in the average level with
the mean of 3.43. Considering each item, we shall see that the highest mean is in the
category of personnel/troops (X = 3.98), followed by training (X = 3.41), related laws
and regulations (X = 2.98), co-operation (X= 2.81), budgets/ work materials (X =
2.62), and the administration which obtains the lowest mean which is 2.43. The majority
of the agreement in the problems of the operation for preventing and suppressing
international crime agencies in the very high level with the mean of 4.16. Considering
each item, the mean in the category of the hardship of the operation is the highest one
(X = 4.30), followed by the political interference (X= 4.26), the network and the
strength of the organizations (X = 4.21), the corruption (X = 3.48), and the career
advancement (X = 2.65 - the lowest one). From the hyper thesis test, it is apparent that
personal data, i.e., age, marital status, official rank, work rank, working term, operation
term, and income are associated with problems and threats to the operation of the
related officers. Mean while, gender, educational background, the foreign language
communication skill, and the training show no association with the problems and threats.
Environments such as personnel/troops, budgets/work materials, related laws and
regulations, and administration are associated with the problems and threat. As for the
co-operation and the training, these factors have no association with the problems and
the threats in this matter.

[, the researcher, would like to suggest that the factor of the personnel/work
force be supported in terms of knowledge, understanding, and skills. In the meantime,
related officers should be educated and instructed with new directions for the operation.
Besides, there should be the provision for the tools and instruments sufficient for the
operation. As for related laws and regulations, the should be refined in order that they
will have less flaws and be updated. The co-operations to be developed are the ones in
local and international scales. As for the administration, related offices, especially the
one involved in prevention and suppression, should have measures and operational
plans which are clearer and more tangible; in addition, the steps in the processes and to

levels of the personnel construction should be reduced. In order to mitigate the
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corruption, the wages and the necessary welfare should be increased, the
compensation for the risk from the operation should be raised, the operational officers
should be promoted in a just manner accordingly to their performances, and serious
and immediate punishment for those who perform corruption should be activated in
order that the officers will never think of corruption and afraid of it. Political interference
can lead to the failure of the operation; thus, the interference from politicians and all
other influencing groups should be mitigated. To solve the problem from the hand ship
of the operation, the related officers should be trained and acknowledged so that they

will be proficient in laws and the application of the relevant laws in the correct manner.
