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Abstract

The study, “Influenced Factors that cause violation to traffic law: A case study
in Metropolitan police division 5 area” has the objectives to study the knowledge and
understanding of traffickers on the enforcement of traffic laws and to study the
relationship between the behavior of law obeying drivers and the influential factors to
disobeying traffic laws.

This study is quantitative study. The target population is the citizens who use
or drive automobiles, disobeyed traffic laws, and pay a fee at polices stations with the
Metropolitan Police Division 5. Data from these 400 people were analyzed with an
application software computer program using percentage, mean (X ), standard
deviation (S.D.), and chi-square. Then the data was presented descriptively with
statistical tables.

The study concludes that the automobile drivers against the law were younger
than 30 years of age (43.80%), has the highest level of education at a bachelor's degree
(61.30%), single for marriage status (62.30%), livelihood is through transportation
service (42.80%), and has a monthly salary lower than 12,000 baht (44.0%). Influential
factors towards disobeying the laws are having fewer than 3 years of experience in
driving (57.80%), learning to driving through a friend or a family member (56.60%), took
time in practicing to drive less than 2 years (64.30%), has a temporary driver’s license
(62.50%), has not had any alcohol before driving (83.50%), has been tested for alcohol
consumption while driving (83.50%), have been arrested for disobeying traffic laws
before (53.30%), and has never been in a automobile accident before (60.50%). The
most offence to the law is a double parking being 70.0%. 64.56 of the citizens have
knowledge about the enforcement of the law. Most people also have knowledge of the
traffic laws B.E. 2522 counting for 50.56%. The overall opinion of automobile drivers
mostly agree with the method of enforcement of the traffic law. That is, most think that
rewarding the officers with 60% of the fee will be a good encouragement to toughen up

the enforcement of the law. Influential factors to disobeying the law being learming to
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drive, time spent practicing to drive, experience in driving, type of drivers’ license, times
tested for alcohol consumption, and having been arrested for such offense was found to
have no relationship with the behaviour against the traffic law in the following aspects;
driving, parking, and in using the car or any other misconduct. However, influential
factors to disobeying the law being involvement in automobile accidents was found to
be related to disobeying traffic laws in driving, parking, and In using the car or any other
misconduct. Suggestions in preventing violation of traffic laws presented by the
automobile drivers were to promote traffic discipline campaigns to educate the
population, Understanding in traffic behaviour of automobile drivers is related to the
influential factor of traffic law violation in aspect of the automobile accident experience.

Suggestion from this study

In order to educate people on the importance of accident prevention,
department of Land transport should have learning policy on standard automobile
driving in theory and practice, including the penalties according to the law and the
effects from traffic misconduct. The driver’s license should have a standard in issuing.
Driving must be educated on how to drive properly and the laws related to driving.

Thai Royal Police should have a standard to deal with violators of the law in
order to provide fairness in punishment. If they have multiple offenses, the Thai Royal
Police and the organizations in criminal justice should seek for a systemic rehabilitation

measurement or a training program.
