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Abstract

The objective of the research Communication and Representation of male
prison: a case studies of the film “Nor Chor” how the film represented prison. How a
person who received direct experience differs from a person who received information
though the movie. The researcher is using ideas regarding communication and theories
regarding authorities by Michel Foucault as a guideline and textual analysis combined
with audience analysis.

From this research 9 characteristics were found to represent prison,
according to corrections studies method, acts of disciplinary as following 1) Prison is the
gathering place for wrongdoers 2) Prison is the gathering place for bad things such as
narcotics. 3) Prison is the place where people who hold strange ideas and strange
behaviors differing from normal standards in society such as insane people and
deviants. , etc 4) Prison is a place of rehabilitation 5) Prison is the place where discipline
is enforced 6) Prison is the place where strict conduct is used to act as control by
authorities 7) Prison is the place where there is no freedom 8) Prison is the place where
there is contempt towards the authorities 9) Prison is the place where both good man
and bad man are mixed together.

Strategies used in the filming of “Nor Chor” to make the film more realistic are
1) Using real people 2) Creation of stereotypical prison characters 3) Presentation of
episodes so that it looks like they are really happening 4) Production techniques
borrowed from a documentary call “The Prison” (Life under the shackles) 5) Different
techniques in shooting look like the camera is having power to produce meaning and
make the shots and footage look true to life.

The findings from the analysis are that the people who have direct experience
of prison life, namely, the guards who in force discipline on the prisoners and the
prisoners who receive the discipline from the guards are the same as the findings on
opinion of people who watched the film and had no direct experience of prison. This
being that a prison is a place for rehabilitation and the discipline of prisoner to try and

help them be productive people in society on there release.
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
