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PAITOON SINLARAT AND OTHERS: EVALUATATING THE
IMPLEMENTATION OF SCHOOL-BASED CURRICULUM OF
THE PILOT AND NETWORK SCHOOLS USING BASIC
EDUCATION CURRICULUM B.E. 2544, 261 PP.

This research was a descriptive research aimed (1) to evaluate the school-
based curriculum in the aspects of school-based curriculum construction, school-
based curriculum utilization, and school-based curriculum evaluation based on the
opinions of administrators, school committees, parents, and students, (2) to study the
differences of opinions concerning an evaluation on school-based curriculum in the
aspects of school-based curriculum construction, school-based curriculum utilization,
and school-based curriculum evaluation among administrators, teachers, school
committees, parents, and students, (3) to study problems in school-based curriculum
construction, school-based curriculum utilization, and school-based curriculum
evaluation based on the opinions of administrators, teachers, and school committees,
(4) to study factors affecting the success of school-based curriculum construction,
school-based curriculum utilization, and school-based curriculum evaluation based on
the opinions of administrators, teachers, and school committees, and to study the
opinions of administrators and teachers on core strand (curriculum 70:30). The
research instruments consisted of questionnaire and interview form. The collected
quantitative data were analyzed by descriptive statistics (i.e., percentage, mean,
standard deviation), and reference statistics (i.e., t-test and F-test). The collected
qualitative data were analyzed by a content analysis.

The research findings were concluded as follows:

1) Administrators, teachers, and school committees strongly emphasized on
curriculum construction and strongly pointed at the purpose of basic school-based
curriculum. There was the process of school-based curriculum construction fitting
with required criteria. This process made a constructed school-based curriculum
complete. School-based curriculum utilization strongly emphasized on how to use it
fitting with the purpose of school-based curriculum. There were practices or opinions
to make its process based on required criteria and brought out results base on required
criteria. School-based curriculum evaluation strongly emphasized on school-based
curriculum evaluation based on the purpose of curriculum. There were practices about
the process of school-based curriculum evaluation based on required criteria. These
brought out good characteristics of students in every part. In addition, parents and
students were aware in the aspect of school-based curriculum utilization that schools
had practices fitting with the purposes and strands of school-based curricutum. They
fitted with required criteria. There was the process of school-based curriculum
utilization and the results of school-based curriculum brought out the results fitting
with required criteria. In the aspect of school-based curriculum evaluation, parents
and students strongly realized that school-based curriculum utilization

2) After we compared the opinions of administrators, teachers, and school
committees on school-based curriculum construction, school-based curriculum
utilization, and school-based curriculum evaluation, it was found that in the aspect of
school-based curriculum construction, administrators, teachers, and school
committees emphasized on school-based curriculum construction fitting with the
purpose and strand of curriculum construction. Their opinions were not too different
in overview. On the other hand, school committees were aware that schools had
practices about school-based curriculum both of the process of construction based on
required criteria and the constructed school-based curriculums were complete than
teachers in overview at 0.5 level of statistical significance.

In the aspect of school-based curriculum utilization, administrators were empathizer
in school-based curriculum fitting with the purpose of utilization than teachers in
overview. Administrators were more aware that schools having the process of school-
based curriculum fitting with required criteria and brought out the results based on
required criteria than teachers in overview at 0.5 level of statistical significance. In the
aspect of school-based curriculum evaluation, school committees were more aware
that schools had a school-based curriculum evaluation based on the purpose of
curriculum. There were practices about the process of school-based curriculum fitting
with required criteria and these brought out good characteristics of students in every
part than teachers in overview at 0.5 level of statistical significance.

After we compared the opinions of administrators, teachers, school
committees, parents, and students on school-based curriculum utilization, and school-
based curriculum evaluation fitting with required criteria among, it was found that in
the aspect of school-based curriculum utilization, it was found that school committees
and students were more aware that schools had the process of school-based
curriculum based on required criteria than teachers in overview. As this, school
committees, parents, and students were more aware that school-based curriculum
brought out the results based on required criteria than teachers in overview, and
students were more aware that school-based curriculum utilization brought out the
result based on required criteria than parents in overview at 0.5 level of statistical
significance. In the aspect of school-based curriculum evaluation, parents and students
were more aware that school-based curriculum brought out good characteristics of
students in every part fitting with required criteria than administrators and school
committees in overview. Furthermore, parents and students were more aware that
school-based curriculum brought out good characteristics of students in every part
fitting with required criteria than teachers in overview.

3) The problems in school-based curriculum instruction consisted of staff
problems, curriculum problems, and student problems. About staff problems, it was
found that teachers had no knowledge and skills on curriculum construction, there
were not enough teachers in some strands and teachers received too many workloads.
About curriculum problems, it was found that teaching periods in each strands were
not appropriate because there were too many strands. About student problems, it was
found that students had no interests and intentions on learning as they could have and
they had no responsibilities and self-disciplines. The problems of school-based
curriculum utilization consisted of budget problems and staff problems. About budget
problems, it was found that there were no supporting budgets to operate tasks, to
purchase instruments or technological media for learning and teaching, and to provide
learning resources. About staff problems, it was found that numbers of staff were not
enough. Staffs’ knowledge did not match with their strands and teachers had
responsibilities to teach many subjects and periods. Consequently, school-based
curriculum was not readiness to be used. About the problems of school-based
curriculum evaluation, it was found that staff had no knowledge and understanding on
measurement and evaluation, including how to construct measurement and evaluation
instruments.

4) Factors affecting the success of school-based curriculum construction
consisted of good management, good knowledge of staff on curriculum construction,
work cooperation, and sufficient resources. In the aspect of curriculum utilization,
there were awareness on individual responsibility, work cooperation, cooperation of
staff in all divisions, sufficient budgets, and systematic management.

5) About the opinions of administrators and teachers on core strand
(curriculum 70:30), it was found that this curriculum brought about the same standard
of school-base curriculums around the country. It was able to add local wisdom
contents in school-based curriculums appropriately because all school-based
curriculums were analyzed from the same standard.
