This study investigated the ability of German-major teacher trainees from‘ the Faculty of
Education, Chulalongkorn University in using a learner-centered approach to teach Germanr. It is
also to study the factors that have an impact on the ability of these trainees in using a learner-
centered approach in teaching German. This study is a multicase study qualitative research. The
subjects were 5 teacher trainees in their final year of studying at the Faculty of Education
majoring in teaching German. During the study, they taught German to students in 4 secondary

schools in Bangkok in the first semester of the academic year 2003.

The research instruments used in this study consisted of observation guideline, interview
guideline and evaluation form. The data analysis consisted of analytic induction and descriptive

statistic.
The results of the study were

1. The teacher trainees’ ability in using the learner-centered approach in teaching German
language to secondary school students was good on average. When looking at each aspect it was
found out that the trainees had very good characteristics and personality, and good knowledge of

German language as well as teaching skill of leamer-centered approach.
2. The factors that had an impact on these trainees could be divided into two types:
1) Important factors — These consisted of
(1) The trainees’ background in

a) Characteristics and personality — This includes self-confidence, relationship,

leadership; their interest and skill in music and arts, and a public speaking and their other
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activities than teaching such as doing tutorial and self-studying. These had(contributed to good

characteristics and personality of teachers.

b) Achievement in German subjects had contributed to good knowledge of

German language.

(2) Using a learner-centered approach in teaching German was developed during

the teaching practice, and it contributed to the good teaching skill of learner-centered approach.
2) Supplementary factors - These included

(1) Environments of the teaching practice — There were two environments; the
first was the school environment which included the readiness of the classroom and the students,
and the appropriate numbers of students in a class. The second environment referred to the
teaching supervisors' at the schools who conducted the supervision ;egularly allowing the trainees

an opportunity to try out the learner-centered approach.

(2) The teaching supervisors of the Faculty of Education — This helped the

trainees to fully develop their ability in teaching.
