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The objective of this research is to compare the achievementx of the studenis
studying Dance and Music in terms of 1) knowledge in Dance and Folklore Music, 2)
skills in rhythmic practice and dance posturg practice according to folklore music, 3)
and attitude towards learning Dance and Music of the two groups of grade 2 students
form Chulalongkorn University Demonstration School. The students participating in the
study were divided into seven subgroups. Students in group 1 learmed Tueng Nong
Music prior to Tueng Nong Dance; group2 Tueng Nong Music prior to Serng Dance;
group3 Serng Music prior to Tueng Nong Dance; group 4 Serng Music prior to Serng
Dance; group 5 Tueng Nong Dance prior to Tueng Nong Music; group 6 Serng Dance
prior to Serng Music; group 7 Serng Dance prior to Tueng Nong Music. The experiment

lasted 18 weeks. The data analysis was based on One-way Analysis of Variance.

it Was_found that the average Dance scores concerning knowledge and skill of
the students in group 1, 2, 3 and 4 were statistically significant at .001 level. However,
attitudes of students in‘ those four groups do not differ statistically. The average Music
scores of the students in groups 5, 6 and 7 were statistically significant in the aspects of
skills and attitude at the level of .001 and .05, respectively. On the other hand, the

average scores of these students do not differ statistically in the area of knowledge.
