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Abstract 224450

The objectives of this research were to study the state and the problemsrof special need
students in transitional period on work-based learning, to analyze and to follow-up the training
process, and to propose ways to motivate students’ learning. The research took place at Educational
Information Resources Center, Faculty of Education, Chulalongkorn University. Qualitative and
quantitative methods were applied in this research. The population was 2 special need students in
transitional period of special study project of Chulalongkorn University Demonstration School,
named Music-Boy and Balloon-Girl.

The results of the research consisted of 4 key findings. First, Music-Boy has learning
deficient, short attention span, communicative skill of below average, low literacy skill, few eye-
contacts, not responding well, but has good conducts, good mood, and smiling face. Balloon-Girl
was autistic, attention deficient, hyper active, deficient in learning, loud, self-mumbling, self-flaw
loudly, and non-apprehensive, but strong, observant, talkative, has good memory and good mood.
Both attended individual learning program and participated in some normal classes. Music-Boy’s
education was equivalent to grade 6 while Balloon-Girl to grade 9.

Second, of the 13 assignments : book stamping, book classifying, typing, journal stamping,
education news clipping, book repairing, thesis servicing, book checking, Thai and English book
shelving, Thai and English journal shelving, multi-media servicing, and learning information
searching, it was found that Music-Boy was able to pass 6 assignments and failed 7 while Balloon-
Girl passed 11 and failed 2. The two were then allowed to choose 4 works independently. Both
chose 2 new works, computer servicing and book borrowing. Music-Boy as well as Balloon-Girl

passed 2 works and failed 2.

Third, as a follow up of the learning process thru interview and observation from the three
groups of people involved: the users, the apprentices, and Music-Boy’s and Balloon-Girl’s parents,
it was found that the training helped in creating opportunity, inspiration and experience in learning
development, improvement of ability and skills, more self-confidence, better self-adjustment,
develop pride of working, more responsible, better in helping their parents, better conducts,
lengthening their work hours, and longer concentration. In shorts, the training helped the trainees
experience real life, and develop emotional and social skills.

_ Finally, the training required closed coaching process. Moreover, every individual involving
in the process must be cooperative by giving love, care and support in order to assist special neea
students in transitional period to be self-reliant, patient, responsible, punctual, and gain systematic
working skills so that they would able to live happily with their family and in the society.
Organizations may adapt these training approaches to provide opportunity for special need students
to build—up their work skills in order that they could earn their livings.
