The purpose of the study was to find out the condition of the physical features of Koh
Kred and the way the tourists act towards them, In order to develop urban landscape for travel.
The samples tourists, the locals, the local authorities and the sellers or the persons who involed in
trade or commerce there are use for this study

Results (Summary of Findings)

1. Business quarter formation, Street vendors are not allowed to sell food or other
small items on footpath or in the open air. The authorities provided the other places for them.
Besides, no advertisements beside the sidewalk (footpath). The number of signs that show the
directions and increasing.

2. Open space formation, So many benches are provided and the plants are grown
around the open space: Wat Chimplee, Wat Pailorm, Wat Saothontong, Wat Paramaiyikawat and
Wat Paramaiyikawat School (in front of the school) the dustbins and the signs that show the
position of some places or tourist attraction are increasing in number. The building is built for
some activities and performances, and many benches are placed on the green grass for the
audiences.

3. Thoroughfare formation, There are more parking lot near Wat Klangkred and Wat
Sanamnua. Motorcycles are not allowed to ride on weekends or holidays except tricycles. Some
roads were built more to save the time to travel. The security of the tourists who travel by boat
become greater and on the way they can enjoy performances accompanying by the announcer.

4. Landmarks formation, Muta Pagada and Wat Parerai are recinstructed.

The reconstruction of Wat Sanamnua Port, Wat Paramaiyikawat, Wat Klangkred, Wat
Pailorm and Wat Saothongtong was aimed at safety (security). The buildings for Tourist
Information Center are going to be built around Wat Pafai Port.

The toilets for men and women are very clean. There are also Sala (The place for
people to have a rest) for tourists. The benches are so strong enough. The notices and signs are
clear and made from the local materials, and they are the particular symbol of local district. The

dustbins are mode from durable materials and also very nice.
