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ABSTRACT TE 151605

The objective of this research is to study the relationships with Khumthong
community of Wat Rachakosa School, Ladkrabang, Bangkok. The population of the
research included the school administrators and teachers, 38 altogether, and 258
students’ parents in the secord semester of the school year 2003. The data were
collected by using the questionnaires constructed by the researcher and were analyzed
on frequency and percentages.

The results of the research showed that most of the administrators and the
teachers were female at the age of 41- 45 year with more than 20 years of working
experience. Most of them were responsibility in teaching. The students' parents were
mostly female at the age of 41- 45 year. Most of them were the student’s mothers and
were Buddhist. It is also found nat most of them were employees and finished primary
education. According to the zZministrators and the teachers' opinion, in part of the
developmental cooperation beiween the school and the community, the frequency of
their practice in developing ths school and the community “always” and “sometimes
done” over 50 percent includeo 4 and 5 items respectively. In part of their public relation
to maintain positive attitudes between the school and the community, the frequency of
their practice “always" and “scmetimes done” over 50 percent included 2 and 8 items

respectively. In part of the schcal's knowledge service to the community, the frequency
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of their practice “always done” was less than 50 percent in every item; that “sometimes
done” over 50 percent included 7 items; and that “never done” over 50 percent includedv
2 items. In part of the use of resources in the community, it was found that the frequency
of their practice “sometimes done” over 50 percent covered all items. In part of religious
and cultural cooperation, the frequency of their practice “always” and “sometimes done”
over 50 percent included 6 and 4 items respectively. Their opinion indicated that the
mest recommended item was the school should invite villagers who were experts in
each field of local wisdom to teach its teachers and students.

According to people's opinion, it was found that in part of the developmental
cooperation between the school and the community, the frequency of their practice in
deveioping the schooi and the community “sometirmes” and “never done" over 50
percent included 7 and 2 items respectively. In part of their public relation to maintain
positive attitudes between the school and the community, the frequency of their practice
“always" and “sometimes done” was less than 50 percent in each item and that “never
done” included only 1 item. In part of the school's knowledge service to the community,
the frequency of their practice “always done” and “never done" over 50 percent
included 3 and 3 items, respectively. In part of the use of resources in the community,
the frequency of their practice “always” and “sometimes done” was less than 50 percent
in each items and that “never done” over 50 percent included 3 items. In part of
religious and cultural cooperation, the frequency of their practice “always done” over 50
percent included only 1 item whereas the frequency of their practice “sometimes” and
“never done" was less than 50 percent in each item. Their recommendation was the
school should conduct more activities for the community to allow people to exchange

their opinion, experience, and knowledge to each other.
