The purposes of this research were to compare the achievement and the attitudes
towards social studies subjects as perceived by Matayomsuksa 1 students being taught by
the Noble Truths and the normal instruction methods.

The samples in this research were 60 Matayomsuksa 1 novice students of the
first semester of 2005 academic year, Pre-Bali Udomsuksa School of Wat Photharam,
Amphoe Muang, Nakhon Sawan. The samples were divided into an experiment group and
a controled group. There were 30 students in each group selected by simple random
sampling. The experiment lasted 16 hours. '

The research instruments consisted of 1) Lesson plans using the Noble Truths
instruction and the normal instruction methods approved by 3 experts, 2) Social studies
subjects learning achievement test in the form of 4 multiple choices of 30 items, having
the discrimination value between .20-.80,.difﬁculty value between .20-.80 and the validity
of .83, and 3) The attitudes test towards social studies subjects with 5 -level rating scales
comprising 40 items with the validity value at .86.

The results of this research revealed that:

1. Matthayomasuksa I students taught by the Noble Truths instruction method
had the social studies subject learning achievement significantly higher than those
taught by the normal instruction method. The statistic significance was at the .05 level.

2. Matthayomasuksa I students taught by the Noble Truths instruction had
attitudes towards social studies significantly higher than those taught by the normal

instruction method at the .05 level of statistic significance.
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
