The purpose of this experiment was to investigate the effect of situational
and personality factors on false confession during an interrogative procedure. The
research sample consists of 165 undergraduate students and the logistic regression
was used to analyze the data. Results indicate that 71 out of 165 participants make
false confession, while 94 do not make false confession and the logiétic regression
equation can correctly predict false confession for 66.7%. Interrogative technique,
false evidence, and compliance can significantly predict false confession (p < .01),
whereas typing speed and interrogative suggestibility can not. Furthermore, the
findings also suggest that participants of the minimization (reduced) condition are
more likely to confess than those of the maximization (included) condition and
compliance can predict false confession better than interrogative suggestibility. The
equation comprises of all five variables (i.e., interrogative techniques, false
evidence, compliance, suggestive personalities, and typing speed) is the best
equation in predicting 18% (RZCS: .18) of the variation when compared to the
second equation that has only situational factors. The worst equation has only

personality factors as predictors.
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
