Abstract

The purpose of this study was to examine and compare Chinese printed
media reading behaviors of students in the Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences
at Burapha University. The issues studied in reading Chinese printed media included:
frequency, time spent, opportunity, objective, ability, problems arising when reading,
problem-solving, and interest shown. Students were grouped according to gender
and class levels. The sample size consisted of 152 first to fourth year students who
were studying Chinese language during the academic year of 2008 at Burapha. The
research instrument used for data collection was a questionnaire containing five
rating scales. Statistical analyses included percentages, means, standard deviations,
t-tests, and One-way ANOVA. The LSD method was used to test for differences in
couples.

The findings were as follows :

1. The overall Chinese printed media reading behaviors of students from the
Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences were at a moderate level. When
considering each issue from the highest to the lowest, it was found that 6 issues
were at a moderate level, including objective, problem-solving, interest, opportunity,
problems arising while reading, and ability. However the 2 issues of time spent, and
frequency, were at a low level.

2. The Chinese printed media reading behaviors of male and female students
in the Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences at Burapha University were not
significantly different.

3. The Chinese printed media reading behaviors of the 1" to 4" year students
in the Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences at Burapha University showed that
frequency, problem-solving, and interest issues differed at a statistical significance
of .05. The other issues of objective, interest, opportunity, problems arising while

reading, ability, time spent, and frequency were not significantly different.
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
