This quasi — experimental research was conducted to study the effect of group process on
developing youth’s responsibility behavior at The Juvenile Observation and Protection Centre,
Udon Thani Province. The target group of this study included 20 youths with the age between 14-
18 years old at the Juvenile Observation and Protection Centre, Udon Thani Province. They were
separated into 2 groups; 10 youths for the experimental group and 10 youths for the control
group. The experimental group obtained 8 sessions with the group process for 40-50 minutes each
time, led by the researcher. The instruments used in this study were a responsibility behavior test
with a reliability of 0.83 and the group process for developing youths’ responsibility behavior.
The pre-test and post test score on responsibility behavior test of the experimental group were
measured with the Wilcox on Signed Ranks Test. The post test score on the responsibility
behavior test of the experimental group and the control group were analyzed by using the Mann —
Witney U Test.

The research finding found that: after the experimental activities, the mean score of
responsibility behavior test of the experimental group was higher with statistically significant at
the .05 level. The post-test mean score of responsibility behavior test of the experimental group

was higher than the control group with statistically significant different at the .05 level.
