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Abstract

This survey research aims to study in current situation, problem, and obstacle
of solid waste segregation system in Suankularb Wittayalai Rangsit School,
Pathumthani province, and to make suggestions for appropriate waste segregation
system in studied area. The studied population was 192 persons which defined to
three groups consisted of teacher and officer, student, and food seller. The data was
collected by survey, interview, and observation and then was statistically analyzed.

Three major issues of waste segregation system in Suankularb Wittayalai
Rangsit School were found. Firstly, waste segregation system wasn’t set up.
Secondly, the bin wasn’t classified for each type of generated solid waste as a
consequence of population’s disregarding in source separation. Thirdly, the most of
students did not dispose the garbage into the bin because of their carelessness.

Appropriate solid waste segregation system suggested form this research was
to classify waste to 5 types according to the amount and type of generated waste in the
school. The classification of waste types consisted of: 1) recyclable waste e.g. paper,
can, scrap from usage in classrooms; 2) plastic bottle; 3) general waste e.g. plastic bag
or packaging contaminated with food, foam, foil; 4) biodegradable waste e.g. food,
fruit and vegetable; and 5) hazardous waste e.g. chemical pen, painting color, battery,
and fluorescent. The amount, type, size, and location of proper solid waste container
were also recommended. In order to improve solid waste segregation system in
Suankularb Wittayalai Rangsit School, policy, action plan, and operational guidelines
for solid waste segregation as well as solid waste management committee should be

set up under cooperation.
