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The research objectives were to study and Compare the operations of Counselling
Teachers in Student Activities in Technical Colleges in the Eastern Region. Sample were 666
counselling teachers from 8 Technical Colleges. Questionnaire with 5 rating scales were used for
data collection. The reliability of the questionnaire as a whole was .98. The data were analysed by
the SPSS for window. Percentage, Mean, Standard Deviation and t-test were used for analysing
the data.

The research results were as following :

1. Counselling teachers who were permanent employment and part-time teachers
operated student activities in student affaires such as special project, welfare and dormitory as
whole was at moderate level. Whereas occupational guidances and quardian as pects were at most
level.

2. Counselling teachers who were permanent employment and part-time teachers
operated student activities in student affaires had no statistical significant differences as a whole
was at .05 level. However, the means of permanent teachers were higher than the mean of the
part-time teachers. Whereas occupational guidance, student activities, special project, welfare and

dormitory were not statistical significant differences.
