Objectives of this research were study attitudes towards teaching profession of
industrial education students, faculty of industrial education, King Mongkut’s Institute of
Technology Ladkrabang and compare attitudes towards teaching profession of students in
three depcrtments and between the first - year and the second - year students

Population of the study were Industrial education students, faculty of industrial
education, King Mongkut’s Institute of Technology Ladkrabang academic year 2003.
Samples of the study were 326 students drawn by stratified sampling technique at 25 percents of
the population included 47 agricultural education students, 142 architecture education students
and 137 engineering education students. Data were collected by using attitude test and were
analyzed by computer program. Statistical tools employed for data analysis were frequency,
percentage, average, standard deviation, and factorial analysis of variance.

Results of the study revealed that most respondents were male with 20-21 years of age
nearly all students were Buddhism. Number of second - year students were more than first - year
students. Most of them eamned grade point average at 3.01 - 3.50on the diploma level and
graduated from Rajamongara Institute of Technology |

Concerning intension to engage in teaching profession 53.10 percents the indicated that
they did not want to teach when they took the entrance examination and when they were students
in the faculty 50.30 percents showed that they did not want to be in teaching profession upon
graduating,.

As the whole, students attitudes towards teaching profession were “agree” when
individual aspects were considered, it was found that students agreed at “highly level” for 2 items
for attitude towards teaching profession status, 6 items for attitude towards teachers’
characteristics 1 items for attitude towards instructional process, while attitude towards students,
no body showed “highly agree” at all and 1 items for attitude towards expectation of teaching
profession. When the field of study were considered, the study showed that the agricultural
education students had highest attitude towards teaching profession followed by the architecture
education students and the enginecring education students respectively, and the second - year
students showed higher attitude towards teaching profession than the first - year students in 4
aspects.

The comparing attitudes towards teaching profession among students of the threc
department, showed no significant difference there were 2 significant difference between the first
and the second year students attitude they were attitude towards teaching profession status and
attitude towards teachers’ characteristics.

In finding interaction of students’ attitude between department of study and year of the

study the findings showed no significant interaction.
