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Abstract

Public-private partnerships (PPPs) is the one type of the public project
co-operations between public sector and private sector. This project has been
performed to increase the efficiency of various public productions and services
as well as decrease the high expenditure of public sector in construction of
the infrastructures, which the responsibility is allocated in order to the proficiency of
each partners.

To reach the achievement of PPPs project, legal framework would be
the most significant implement to create co-ordinate procedure to assess the value of
many mega investments and also prescribe the public procurement in designation of
concessionaire. In addition, PPPs legal framework is the considerable mechanic
to control the operation of private sector which shall affect the public interest.

Private Participation in State Undertaking 1992 (PPSU) Act was enacted in
Thailand as the mainstream regulation to create the co-ordinate procedure. However,
this still causes plenty of obstacles in practice which can be considered as follows

1.) The problems relate to the uncertain in interpreting of legal measures
particularly on the criteria for determination the terms of the projects which should be
forced under this Act

2.) The Act does not cover all processions in PPPs implementation
as well as has not prescribed the results in case of violation.

3.) The problems relate to the efficiency in examination procedure of
PPPs implementation especially on operational performance of commission authorized
by the law.

Apart from the analyzation in the practical problems, to solve many
problems arising in joint-investment system in Thailand, the author has used the
information referenced from the theory of public law as well as a comparative study of
foreign legal framework. Due to the result of the studies, the author found that the Act
should be enhanced by changing the terms of the project’'s condition from considering

“cost” to “project” for making more obvious in the enforcement. Furthermore, the law
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relate to practical procedure must be enacted to create a benchmark for the generally
use. Besides, the improvement on the efficiency of the commission is necessary to

create more performance for examining the project.
