The purposes of this (esearch were to construct and find the effectiveness of the
Computer - Assisted Instruction on Sex Education Program in High School based on
the 80:80 effectiveness criterion standard and to compare the result between pre-test
and post-test scores of subjects studied with Computer - Assisted Instruction .

The sampling groups were Mattayom 4 Rajini Bon High School selected by
random sampling method frbnn 60 students as a sample group.

The research study concluded that the Com.puter-Assisted Instruction on Sex
Education gained effectiveness at 82.17 : 81.67 as the standard criteria at 80:83. In
addition, the comparison of the achievement test scores between pre-test and post-test
was found that the post-test sccres of samples who studied with Computer-Assisted
Instruction on Sex Education were significantly higher than the pre-test scores at .05

level.
