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ABSTRACT TE 147662

The purpose of this research is to summarize the comprehensive Feng Shui principles
related to architectural design. The study explores through variety of the principles of various
notable Feng Shui schools and searches to theoretical similarities and differences. The
knowledge acquired serves as a fundamental to analyze building cases of two-storey, mid-unit
townhouse in Bangkok and vicinity. Basically, this research is organized in 3 processes which
are the intensive study of Feng Shui principles, architectural and contextual analysis, and the
summary including the proposed design solutians.

The study of Feng Shui principles is based on the theoretical principles of 13 famous
schools in which four significant architectural design aspects have been discussed. The total of
239 comprehensive principles are extracted and categorized upon these four aspects to the topics
below :Building placement and orientation:11 principles , Architectural form and space:
9 principles , Interior space and fumniture placement:146 principles and Building structure:72
principles

| According to the study, 52 similarities, 22% of the total, have been found. These are 3
principles of building placement and orientaticn, 2 principles of architcctural form and space, 37
principles of interior space and furniture placement, and 10 principles of building structure.
However. only 24 differences typically caused by disagreeable disciplines, belief, and some
unknown factors taking 10% of the total extraction have been indicated. A

Secondly, the architectural and contextual analysis aims to analyze a number of the smali
sized townhouse of 16-20 sq. wa designed in simply rectangular shaped plan. To achieve the
complete understandings of physical and psychological condition of the studied building, three
prospective arcas consisting of actual area and zoning, owner’s status and personal preference,
and usage and adaptation of functional space are investigated. The collected data gained in this
process will help to define the reflective design in the next step.

Finally, the research summary and the proposed design solution emphasize comparison
method to observe if the economic design of today’s townhouse corresponds to those essential
Feng Shui principles. Therefore, the 52 principles of similarity from the selected Feng Shui
schools have been brought to consideration. As the result, 35 principles are actually cooperated
to the design and the other 17 principles are not applicable to the mid-unit townhouse.
Eventually, these 35 operative principles have been merged with the methods of essential
townhouse design to establish the possible solutions in generating innovative design that perfectly
corresponds to Feng Shui. At the end, knowledge and understandings acquired from this research
would be beneficial and give a broaden perspective to related researches in the future.
