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The objectives of this research were to study the contexts of Bang Mod
agriculturist’s community, to study the perspective of tourism and multilaterals on
ecotourism and present the development approaches of Bang Mod Tangerine Orchard as
a learning resource for ecotourism. The study was based on qualitative research and
participatory action research (PAR) through Documentary Study, In-dcpth'interview,
Informal focus group discussion, Participatory and Non-Participatory Observation, and
ecotourism development activity in community. In the past, this area was a rice field
and Bang Mod canal was the center of the community. Around 1925, the community
decided to grow tangerine. Later the area was flooded and the remaining land price was
more and more expensive. After that some of the lands were sold. At present the
orchard has approximately 400 rais. Most of the tourists were not satisfied with Bang
Mod ecotourism activities. Most of the multilaterals agreed to develop agriculture
technology for abundantly tangerine orchard, and should give an opportunity for
community in participating in ecotourism management. Bang Mod Tangerine Orchard
as a learning resource for ecotourism consisted of Bang Mod Tangerine Orchard,
Integrated Orchard, Orchid Export Farm, Buddha Puja Temple, Mai Boa Pan Temple,
Fishery Community, Bang Mod Tangerine community’s Learning Centre, San Tor
community’s Learning Centre and Bang Khun Thian Seaside. This could be a learning
resource for ecotourism in “Orchard...Home Stay”. The Development approaches
suggested are as follows: Technology approaches consist of agriculture technology for
sustainability and information and communication technology for community
empowerment and for support ecotourism. Economy approaches are supporting source
of investment funds for agriculturist, promoting local market to add value in Bang Mod
tangerine and community product. Natural resource approach is to develop water
management system. Mental approaches are declaration of His Majesty the King’s grace
for Bang Mod Tangerine Orchard. Socio-cultural approaches are to support the close
relationship in community and to decrease the community’s conflict.
