The Thai people also
share my view that these terrorist acts are to be condemned in the strongest terms. The
Government and the people of Thailand stand ready to render any possible assistance
to relieve the suffering and the plight of the victims of these terrorist acts. Please accept,
once again, my profound sympathies and condolences for the loss suffered by your

great country and the American people.
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Thai Position

1. Following the terrorist acts against the United States, a long time friend and treaty ally,
Thailand has made clear our position. We condemn in the strongest terms such acts of
terrorism and join the United Nations General Assembly in adopting unanimously the
resolution “condemning the attacks and calling for international cooperation to bring to
justice the perpetrators, organizers and sponsors of the outrages of 11 September
2001.”

2. Thailand will join any international coalition to combat terrorism.

3. As a long time friend and treaty ally, Thailand will render all possible assistance to the

United States as Thailand has done consistently in the past.
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
