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This was a qualitative research, and its objectives were to study on regulation of
computer illegal action and Adinnddénd precept violation, and it was a comparative study on
regulation of computer illegal action and the Adinndd@na precept in Theravdda Buddhist
philosophy. The findings were as followed:

The computer illegal action was an offence involving with the various kinds of data
communication which are untouchable property. The computer illegal action was an offence
involving with how to steal existing data in computer of other people who had got defensive
measure not to get an access to the data.

On the other hand, the Adinnddana precept violation in Theravida Buddhist philosophy
was an offence involving with both movable and unmovable properties, the offender could access
location of the property of which the owner had not leaved, and got intention to steal such a
property, then moved it from its location.

How to commit an offence involving with the data of electrical energy in computer was
supposed to be data property. The offender with his physical appearance could access the data
through computer program, he would be illegal without an access to the property location, and
data of the computer of which owner had already placed defensive measure, whereas the
Adinnadana precept violation was an offence involving with movable and unmovable properties.
Those who committed an offence by getting an access to the properties by his physical
appearance, then had got attention to move the properties without permission.

For the result derived from computer illegal action, those who committed the offence,
had to be punished in accordance with the law, that is imprisonment, penalty or both of them,
whereas for the result derived from the Adinnadana precept violation, there had been physical and

mental effect, that is, for thinking or mental effect, the mind was gloomy and suffering, and for

physical one the offender was punished according to the public law, therefore, how to use
computer law and the Adinnadana precept principle to control an illegal action should be made to
have good conscious mind, shame, and fear to the offence or violation committed.

On the other hand, the offence between computer illegal action and the Adinnddana precept
violation will be excepted when those, who violate the property of other people, do what is not

conflict with the benefit of the property’s owner, and the benefit happened is beneficial to person,

society, and the nation.
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
