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Abstract

The study is aimed to survey reproductive health in term of sex and religion
among population in reproductive age in the southernmost border, Thailand and to study
the determinant factors of reproductive health status among population in reproductive age
in the southernmost border, Thailand. The data was collected by questionnaire of 440
samples in quantitative study, and then used qualitative study to dept interview in access of
reproductive health services. Moreover, the results of this study showed that reproductive
health behaviors of samples both female and male and both Muslim and Buddhist were a
little bit different in methods of birth control, suitable children numbers. The later results of
the study found that demographic factors, such as sex and age were the determinant factors
of reproductive health status. When controlling econometric factors, the study found that
sex still had a strong influence on reproductive health status. However, in spite of being
controlled by knowledge about reproductive health factors, sex, area of residence, and
province of residence were variables affecting reproductive health behaviors among

population in the southernmost border, Thailand.
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
