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The purposes of the study were to (1) develop the non-formal education activities on the
participant’s desired behavior of teenagers in Human Development Foundation, (2) compare the results
between pre-test and post-test of the participants’ desirable behaviors in the experimentai group, and (3)
compare the results between the experimental group and the controlled group of the desirable behaviors.

The research methodology was quasi experimental design. The research samples were 60
teenagers in Human Development Foundation. The samples were divided into 2 groups: the experimental
group and the controlled group with 30 samples cach. Activities were organized for twenty days, three
hours per day, totally sixty hours. Research instruments were the non-formal education activity plans, the
knowledge test on Be Proactive, the attitude test on Be Proactive, and the observation form on Be Proactive.
The data were analyzed by using means (i) , Standard Deviation (S.D.), and independent-samples t (t-test)
with SPSS veréion 16.0 program.

The results were as follows:

1. The program’s processes were (1) needs finding, (2) activities design, (3) activities
management and (4) learning evaluation.

2. According to the knowledge test on Be Proactive, there were significantly differences of the
pre-test and the post-test of the experimental group at the .05 level .The post-test scores were higher than
both of the pre-test and the controlled group.

3. According to the attitude test on Be Proactive, there were significantly differences of the pre-
test and the post-test of the experimental group at the .05 level. The post-test scores were higher than the
pre-test.

4. According to the attitude test on Be Proactive, there were also significantly differences of the
post-test of the experimental group and the controlled group at the .05 level. The post-test scores of the
experimental group were higher than the controlled group.

7 5. According to the non-participative observation, staffs’ interview, and the observation form on

Be Proactive, most participants had increased their desirable behaviors. /
