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Abstract

This study then aims at examining the spatial transformation of these waterfront
community markets by determining the causes and factors effecting change in terms of related
spatial and socio-economic characteristics in order to design a conservation and restoration
plan to revive and maintain the markets’ spatial centrality. Results from the analysis using
spatial model and urban morphology of space syntax built from the comparison of past and
the present transportation networks, observations, questionnaires and in-depth interviews with
local residents show how spatial transformation relates to the market’s existence and affects
an area’s accessibility. In other words, 1) the markets which are easily accessible such as Tha
Na market and Huai Phlu market are maintaining their commercial role at the city level. 2) the
markets which are moderately accessible such as Bang Luang market, Bang Len market, Rang
Krathum market, Lam Phaya market and Sam Pran market maintain their cornmercial role at
the community level .3) the markets which are difficult to access such as Bang Pla market
have only residential areas and host no commercial activities. Moreover, Knlong Nok Krathung,
Sam Kha and Khun Pra Tawee markets no longer exist at present. 4) Markets in the difficult to
access areas but which are connected to high potential road networks such as the easily
accessible Don Wai market still maintain their cormmercial role at the city level. 5) However,
social and economic factors also affect markets such as Ngew Rai market. Though this market
is situated in a high potential location, the commercial activities cannot be sustained as there

are several other business quarters and flea markets nearby.
