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ABSTRACT TE146892

Raft house community of the Sagaekrang River, Uthai-Thani Province, which
has its own uniqueness of cultural landscape, has been important habitat for ages.

This study focuses on the issue of development and conservation particularly,
the application of today’s building standards on the development of historic buildings.
The aims of the study are: a) to study and analyze the raft hcuse architectural and
environmental characteristics: b) to analyze the relationship between cultural activities
and physical appearance of the houses along with the public infrastructure and utility
services provided in the area: c) to compare existing dimensions of spaces of the
houses with the modemn building standards and d) to analyze the relationship between
cultural dynamics and social economic characteristics along with opinions of habitation,
and to review the policy, legislation and critera in relation with architectural and
environmental of the raft house. It was found that there is possibility to improve the
substandard parts of the raft house of the Sagaekrang River community. There are two
factors of conservation for the community.

1. The conservation of heritage that can be classified into two types while are:
a) the tangible structure of the house and the environment and b) the concept of the raft

house including its socioeconomic and distinctive cultural features.

2.2 Organization framework. The local organization can act as an authority
for exchanging ideas and bringing the community's vote to become policy; to be
responsible for dealing with any conservation project or any conservation tendency,
which may have a direct undesirable impact on the community.

2.3 Declaration of special conservation zone to be exempted from the
control of modern building standards.

2.4 Area development. It is to emphasize state development policy (Articles
26-27 in the Constitution) that the community’s rights should not be neglected. People of
the community have rights to work together with state for occuming development
schemes (Articles 56,60 in the Constitution). State sector must promote and support
community participation in developing economic, social and politic planning including
participation in conservation (Articles 76,79 in the Constitution). It is local
administration's duty to preserve the existence of local arts, inteilectual pursuit or
cultural (Articles 289-290 in the Constitution).

In terms of improvement, a thorough thought ought to be given in order to

prevent any altemation or changes the onginal characters of raft house and all
connecting ways of living. The reason is that a raft house has been a pattern which has

cultural dynamism and is in agreement with ways of life, behavior and environment of

the people.
