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ABSTRACT

After enforcing the Computer Crime Act, the legislation does not solve computer
crimes effectively. Patterns of computer crimes become more complex. These crimes involves
several offenders from different countries, which are motivated by considerable financial
consideration.

However, even though offenders have been captured, they can avoid legal
enforcement action against them. Courts cannot forfeit their properties because offenders always
dispose or transfer their assets to make their properties non-forfeitable. Compared with the United
States, Germany and Taiwan, these countries’ legislations regulate computer crimes as a predicate
offense under the law against money laundering. By doing this, the law against money laundering
become more applicable. The measure breaks the cycle of crimes both domestically and
transnationally.

This thesis demonstrates that an offense under the Computer Crime Act B.E. 2550
should be regulated as a predicate offense under the Anti-Money Laundering Act B.E. 2542 in
order to address the problem mentioned above effectively.

In order to do this, this thesis will examine computer offense under the Computer
Crime Act and the Anti-Money Laundering Act. Furthermore, it will deeply focus on money
laundering offense so as to provide effective measures to track down and forfeit properties

obtained through an offense.
