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ABSTRACT

This study is aimed to survey student’s satisfaction of e-learning lessons of Chinese, Japanese and
Korean on studying through e-learning media, achievement from e-learning and studying behavior. The
population of this study is consisted of 80 Burapha University students enrolling in Korean Conversation
for Everyday Life 1 (KR 234101) Chinese Conversation for Everyday Life 1 (CH 235101) and Japanese
Conversation for Everyday Life 1 (JP 236101) in semester 1 of academic year 2010. Five-level rating scale
questionnaire is used as data collecting tool, and statistics used for data analysis are mean and standard
deviation (SD).

The findings show that

1. The level of satisfaction of Burapha University students studying Chinese, Japanese and
Korean courses and using e-learning towards presented media of e-learning lessons is rated high.

2. The level of satisfaction of those students towards achievement from studying e-learning
lessons is rated high.

3. The level of studying behavior of those students is rated high.
