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ABSTRACT

A Reproductive of Communication in Mangkhala Traditional Performance,
Phitsanulok Province, Thailand. Main methodology of this research is the in-depth
interview with 3 groups of key informants, status quo group, indigenous people group
and youth receiver group. The purpose of research was to find traditional performance
communication process and the process of reproductive traditional media. The research
found that senders were divided into 3 categories. The first group is the people who have
good social status in the area, the second group is academic and the local peopls, and
the last group is local youth who are both actor and musician, acting as a leader of
reproducing Mangkhala though media such as television programme and stage
performance, education programme and social network while receivers are local people
and general audiences. In conclusion, the Mangkhala performance communication
process was recorded and reproduced, and turn into living and recorded culture as

stated in Raymond'’s ideology.
