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The study of this Thesis is for the possibility studies in term of the
commercial business and investment between Thailand and Vietnam. There
will be either positive or negative opportunities that lead to the future
business expansion between these two counfries. SWOT analysis and
Descriptive Analysis are being used with the updated data of the year 1990
until June 2003.

As a result from the studies, the transaction of the intemational_
business including the investinent opportunities between these two countries
has almost risen up every year since 1990 until 2003. In fact, the growth
rate for the Vietnam economy has been increased significantly. Especially,

the GDP growth (Gross Domestic Product rate) has increased to 67% in the
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year 2000. This is the reason from the vision of the Vietnamese
government that mainly plays an important role to support the Free Trade
Zone's Policy as well as the increase in capital injection. As a result, the
average of the total commercial business value between these two countries
definitely reaches US$835.5 millions for the year 1997. However, the
Trade Surplus of Thailand against Vietnam started to be less and less
percentage for the first time within 5 year. Even, Thailand had always
gained much over the Trade Surplus te Vietnam in the past. The figure
sample to be shown will be described the trend and current commercial
business situation. The year 2001, Thailand gains the Trade Surplus to
Vietnam valued US$475.5 millions and US$709.4 millions for the
following year. So, the Trade Surplus percentage has risen only 49.2%.

Thus, the Thai’s Trade Surplus against Vietnam will be rather less if
we are ‘ignoring without the acceleration on the Intemnational Business s
activities into Vietnamese market continuously. In the worst case, Thailand
may be effected to lose the advantage over the better position and suffered
from the unpredictable status to deserve “The Trade Deficit instead. At
the current moment, the International Business with Vietnam has been
created the National Incomes for Thailand US$1,186.56 millions in the year
2002 and US$746.80 millions for the first half of the year 2003. Therefore,
the International Business with our neighboring countries like Vietnam

must be reconsidered
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
