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The aims of this research are threefold.

1. To study classical music and identify the emotion, essence and character of
each period. The periods in question are The Baroque period, The Classical period, The
Romantic period and The Impressionistic period.

2. To allow anyone who may be interested in graphic designing for classical music
performance in each period, to use the research structure developed in this research as a
guide for their design.

3. To find out the elements of graphic design and principle design, that can be
used to represent the related character of classical music in each era.

The reference materials used for gathering data were as follows:

1. A table of elements of design analysis.

2. A qualitative survey was conducted on three independent groups. Group one
consisted of musical professionals involved in the field of classical music. The survey was
designed to reveal what was perceived as a reliable depiction of the character, in relation to
each period of classical music performance. Group 2 were graphic designers with the focus
set on how the principle of design can be implemented as a faithful representation of classical
music in each period. Lastly the third group represents the perception of the audience.

The results of the research were as below:

1) A study to define the elements and principle of graphic design which can then
be matched with characteristics of classical music in each era, and can then be further devel-
oped and translated in design on print media in the promotion of classical music performance.

2) For The Romantic period, the suggested opinion from classical music experts,
were to use designs that incorporate more soft colors. It was felt that the soft colors were
more conducive in representing the emotion and beauty of victorian women during this era,
as the romantic composer mostly wrote music to express feelings toward women. For extra op-
tion.

3) The most important keys to success in graphic design work in this area are
firstly to give priority when considering the purpose of each classical concert, for example is
the focus on highlighting a musician performing the works of a famous composer, or is the
focus on the compositions being performed. The designer needs to identify the requirements
of the theme and the main focus of the concert to make the required adjustments and effec-
tively achieve the main goal. In order to achieve this, great flexibility is a requirement on the
part of the designer.
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
