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The purpose of this research were to 1) to study social network usage behavior of  

undergraduate students in faculty of education, government university 2) to study behavior  

exposure to information on social networks of undergraduate students in faculty of education,  

government university 3) to compare social network usage  behaviors by considering personal and 

behavior exposure to information on social networks of undergraduate students in faculty of 

education, government university. The sample size was 382 of students. The questionnaire was 

constructed and used as tool for collected data. Analyzed the statistics of percentage, mean scores, 

standard deviation, t-test, one-way ANOVA. 

Analysis results were concluded as follow :  

1. The social network usage of undergraduate students in faculty of education, 

government university were at high level in overall.  

2. The study of behavior in exposure to information on social networks of undergraduate 

students in faculty of education, government university were the most of respondents use to a self-

study, the purpose of using for entertainment, applications in communications, and usage in public 

identity (Identity Network) maximum, most of them were usefulness and satisfied in using of each 

application on social network was at a high level in overall. 

3. The comparison of the social network usage behavior for undergraduate students in 

faculty of education, government university which classifying by gender, personal computer, GPA 

and income of the parents are not different but the institute and student’s level were social network 

usage behavior and behavior exposure to information was no signification different. 
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
