The purposes of this research were to study concepts and contents of creating round relief
sculptures related to elephants, study fundamental details and structures of visual arts expressed
through round relief sculptures related to elephants and study types, methods and materials used
in creating round relief sculptures related to elephants.

Methods of creating round relief sculptures related to elephants are sculpture, print, cast,
burn and color. Material used in creating round relief sculptures related to elephants are

plasticine, plaster, silicone, fiberglass, spray, metal powder and stoneware.
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
