The objective of the research is to study Learning Achievement in Business English
Usage II on the second semester of 2010.

The device of the research is questionnaire on the learning achievement and factors
effect the learning achievement of Business English Usage II for 4" year students majoring in
Computer Information System, Faculty of Business Administration, Rajamangala University of
Technology Rattanakosin. Data was gathered by questionnaire and analyzed by using percentage
and chi-square.

The results of the research are as follow;

1. On the aspect of study result and development on Business English Usage II by
comparing the midterm and final exam score, the result shows that 5 percent of students’ score
didn’t change. 46.7 percent has higher score on final exam and 48.3 percent has higher score on
midterm exam.

2. On the aspect of students, students’ English background, attitudes on studying
English, being on time and paying attention in classes, completing the assignments, additional
study and lesson review and preparation before the exam, interest in future careers and the
realization of the importance of English and numbers of students in class and relationship with
their classmates effected on students’ learning achievement.

3. On the aspect of family, parents’ English skills and their support on English study
effected on students’ learning achievement. Parents’ marital status, income and number of
brothers and sisters has no effect on students’ learning achievement

4. On the aspect of teacher, appropriate textbook using and teaching materials,

interesting teaching techniques, motivation, ability in lesson explanation, paying attention to



students, suggesting for additional study, proficiency in English teaching, class preparation and
the willing to explain when students have questions effected on students’ learning achievement.

5. On the aspect of learning atmosphere, equipment availability, convenience in use,
efficiency of equipments, teaching materials and adequacy of learning sources, cleanness of the

classroom and appropriate schedule effected on students’ learning achievement
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
