The objective of this study is to investigate structure and elements of Chiang
Kan’s cultural environment identity as perceived by local residents and visitors. In designing
and conducting the research, methods had been employed were documentary research and
site survey. The site survey research divided in 2 parts which were a sample of
guestionnaires consisted of 100 residents of Chiang Kan neighborhood inside and outside of
the city and in-depth interview of 11 persons. Then, statistics of descriptive, probability,
inferential statistics and others were utilized to analyze. From the finding, for the structure of
the cultural environment category, all three groups’ perception: local residents, entrepreneurs,
and visitors, were citied the overall image of the town that attached to religious as reflected on
old temples and cultural life as the outstanding feature and was given a moderate to a more
significant. In the tangible cultural environment element type of natural environment and built
environment elements categories, Mekong River and the town urban landscape features
which were both rating from a moderate to a more significant. While in the intangible cultural
environment element type, offering sticky rice to the monk was viewed as a more to the most
significant.
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
