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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to develop a linear structural relations model of antecedents of
learning behavior of nursing students at a government university. The samples were the 849
nursing students in nursing faculty of government university who studied in years 3 and 4 in
the academic year 2013. The research findings showed that the linear structural relations model
was a good fit with the empirical data with Chi - square (y?) = 1534.39, df = 331 (p = 0.0),
RMSEA = 0.072, CFI = .96, GFI = 87, AGFI = .84, NFI = .95, NNFI = .92 .The result showed
that learning behavior among the nursing students was directly affected by psychological
capital (.71) and teacher support (.20), and indirectly affected by strength of personality (.48)
, family support (.13) and friend support (.09). In addition authentic happiness of nursing
students was directly affected by psychological capital (.79) and friend support (.15) and
indirectly affected by strength personality (.53) , family support (.15) and teacher support (.11).
All of variables explained the 68 percentage of the variance in the learning behavior among the

nursing students and 74 percentage of the variance of authentic happiness.
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
