Wat Pah Sai Yoi was originally Sai Yoi Buddhist monastery. It is situated in a
community area that was a banyan (Sai) forest. Consequently, the naming of the monastery
retains the area’s characteristic. The beginning of the monastery was only a monk’s cell (the
founder is the present abbot). By the support from believers and patrons, the place was later
developed to be Sai Yoi monastery.

Sai Yoi monastery is associated with former banyan forest and the neighbouring
community. Further than being a place for religious activity, it is also a place to educate
Dhamma and Vipassana meditation for Buddhists, young people, students, and civil officials.
More buildings were built afterward to accommodate more of religious activities but the
planning is still disorganized. In addition, more Budhavas (buildings for religious service) and
monk’s living quarter are required in order to upgrade the monastery to be a registered
temple.

This thesis focuses on a real project implementation. The purpose of this study is to
apply Thai architectural theory and knowledge into a real project. The design holds a concept
of harmonizing new buildings to the existing ones by creating a relationship between space
and function. The design of each new building considers its pattern of use and the suitability
to the located area.

Sai Yoi monastery is selected to be the topic of this study in order to bring the

most advantages to both the project owner and the designer.
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
