Bodhisattva Figure found from Dvaravati Town located on the western side of the
Chao Phraya Basin.

The objective of this independent study was to discover of the style, ancient and identity
of Bodhisattva sculpture found from Dvaravati towns located on the western side of the Chao
Phraya Basin, including to discover of its concept of construction and worshiping.

The result of this study provide us the informations that the Mahayana Buddhism has
already been introduced in the southern of Thailand in Sri-Vijaya period and then spread to
Dvaravati towns located on the western side of the Chao Phraya basinin 8" — 13" centuries A.D.

There were many Bodhisattva sculpture found in the Western side of the Chao Phraya
Basin. In Suphanburi province, many of Bodhisattva and fragment found in this area, such as the
bronze sculpture of Bodhisattva Patamapani, the head of Bodhisattva Avalokitesvara, the bronze
sculpture Syamtara, 18 handed sculpture of Tara, Bodhisattva Lokanat, Bodhisattva
Avalokitesvara and Bodhisattva Mahasthaprapta,

In Ratchaburi province found many Bodhisattva sculpture and fragments such as the
sculpture of Bodhisattva Avalokitesvara, Bodhisattva Vajrapani and many fragment of the body
and head of Bodhisattva and the fragment of Deva. All sculpture and fragment found in Ratchaburi
province were made from bronze, terracotta and stucco.

In Nakornpathom province found many Bodhisattva sculpture, especially the bronze
sculpture of Bodhisattva Maitreya and many stucco fragments of the Bodhisattva. And in Petchaburi
province also found the stucco sculptures of Bodhisattva Avalokitesvara and Bodhisattva
Kasitikarbha.
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
