This research focus on studying the archaeological site of Old Kanchaburi Town
and on analyzing archaeological evidence found there with the following objectives :

1. To know the probable chronology of the Old Kanchanaburi Town

2. To understand the developmental sequence of the Old Kanchanaburi Town

3. To understand the land use pattern in the Old Kanchanaburi Town

Basing on the result derived from archaeological study and analysis, this research
derives at 3 suggestions as follows.

1. Dating of ancient Kanchanaburi town is during the 21% - 24™ Buddhist Century, which
can also be labeled as during the middle of Ayutthaya era until the beginning of Rattanakosin era.

2. The historical development of the town can be divided into 3 occupational periods.
The first period is probably dated around the 21% - 22" Buddhist Century, the second period is
probably dated about the 23" Buddhist Century, the last period before the abandonment of the
town is dated to the 24™ Buddhist Century.

3. The town has no artificial boundaries but the natural geographic features were used
as defensive lines. The areas of the town were possibly divided into 3 functional areas , including ;
religious function area which comprised 4 temples, political function area which was composed of
fort and related defensive features, and domestic function area which was very probably for
temporally habitation. This might also be the general land use pattern of the border town

during the Ayutthaya period of historic Thailand.
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
