The thesis entitled “THE RELATIONS OF CHIANG MAI, SIAM AND BURMA FROM
1782-1870 A.D.” aimed to study the importance of Chiang Mai from the beginning, the
relationship among Chiang Mai, Siam and Burma during 1782-1870 A.D., and to examine the
changes in relationships among them during the year 1782-1825 A.D. The results showed that
there were significant factors which encouraged both Siam and Burma to colonize Chiang
Mai. It was also found that after Chiang Mai had been colonized by Siam, the relationship
between Siam and Burma was often appeared in the form of war. In such case, Burma acted
as the invader while Siam'’s role was obviously the defender. A part from that, the relationships
among the three nations during the year 1825-1870 A.D. was changed due to the British
domination and influence in Burma and tried to directly trade with Chiang Mai so Siam as the
King of kings had to interfere in the affairs between British and Chiang Mai. Finally, these
caused one of the most important events that Siam annexed Lanna and Chiang Mai in the

reign of King Chulalongkorn.
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
