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This purpose of this study was to determine the risk behavior of adolescent, which was
categoried by sex, status of faniily, and child rearing. One hundred and fifty-two (152) students
were selected from Satit Pibonbumpan school Burapha University faculty of education, Burapha
University, in 2002. The study used The Strengths and Difficulties Questionnaire (SDQ) which
developed from Ministry of Public Heath. The data was analyzed by one way-ANOVA and t-test
and g-statestic of Newman-keuls.

Results

The major finding indings of this study were as follows:

1. The risk behavior of adolescent between sex was found non-significantly difference.

2. The risk behavior of adolescent between the status of family was found nen
significantly difference.

3. The risk behavior of adolescent between child rearing was found non-significantly

difference.
