The objective of this research is to study the relationship between space and activities
that happen in the regional city, with special reference to Lamphun the old town. By using the
theory of spatial morphology and potential of accessibility in spatial configuration that called “Space
Syntax” (Hiller, 1984) to analyses with observations in the patterns of the activities in everyday life
happened in public space together both of traditional and on daily timeline.

Result of the study shows that, during the day, the pattern of activities scattered over all
of public space of the old Lamphun, and there is the highest circulation rate or popularity in spaces
at the central area of the north-south and east-west axis. There is a various types of activities in the
spaces and most of the people use spaces on the local level, however, during the traditional festival
period, the pattern of activities in public space have decreased different by from in the daily time
which have scattered over all the spaces. The highest circulation rate or popularity is found at the
central area of the west side. The most used spaces for this period are on the global level. All of
these show during the day, for the spaces to property function, they should accommodate the
flexibility for various types of activities. It should also be harmonious with the local space. The
potential of accessibility or the circulation is the main factor for the function of space. And help to
understand the behavior patterns, from folk life in the everyday life, which happened in the public
spaces. These also reflex the pattern of cultural though into the spaces and social practice that happened
in the urban space truly.
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
