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This thesis aims to explore the roles of women and men in Lakornnok Role Play of
the Early Ratanakosin Period (1782-1851). The result discovers that the roles of women and
men in Lakornnok Role Play of the Early Ratanakosin Period are both in line and break away
from the social norms. First of all, the roles of women and men characters correspond with
the patriarchy concept under the Buddhist principles, and with the conventions of didactic
literature which present social ideals. On the contrary, the roles that deviate from the social
norms, the authors employ humorous and ironical techniques of Lakornnok Role Play to
present these roles. In addition, the roles that differ from the social norms, for women
characters are presented by the role of being sexually active and jealous wives and swearing
frequently. For male characters, these ideas are presented to the audiences by the role of the
rude and foolish king and the role of henpecked husband.
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
