The research aim was to keep track of the working achievement of the 1999 - 2001
graduates of the Industrial Education Department, Faculty of Education, Burapha University.

The Process was a survey of the opinions of the administratives both from educational
institutions and in entrepreneurs towards the graduates’ working quality Then, the opinions were
compared. The sample was 55 graduates and 55 administratives. Statistics used was percentile,
mean, standard deviation and T-test.

Result : It was found that: of the 55 graduates, 51 (92.73%) were men, 4 (7.27%) were
women. As to their G.P.A., 27 graduates (49.09%) earned the G.P.A. of 2.51-3.00: 23
graduates (41.82) worked in educational institutions, 25 graduates (45.45%) worked in entrepreneurs.

The appropriatencss towards the competency at work of the 1998 bachelor’s degree
graduates in education, majoring in Industrial Education was high when considering the four
subjects studied altogether. However, when considering each subject, it was found that one subject was
rated moderate. That was gencral education. All the rest were rated high respectively:

1. pedagogy

2. major courses (required)

3. major courses (clectives)

4. general education

The opinions of the administratives of both sectors towards the graduates working
quality was high. The aspects considered were : 1. personal characteristics 2. knowledge and skills
at work respectively.

Comparing the opinions of the administratives of both the educational institutions and
the private entrepreneurs towards the working quality of the graduates, it was found that the
statistically difference was 0.05, which was considered no difference.

When considering each aspect in detail, it was found that:

1. Personality : The administratives of both the educational institutions and private
entrepreneur over all opinions towards the graduates were not different. However, when
considering each aspect, it was found that 3 aspects revealed 0.05 statistically difference. They

were : 1. professional etiquette 2. aprearanee 3. leadership

2. Knowledge and working skills : the administratives of both sectors had different
opinions which was rated at 0.05. It was on five aspects: 1. the application of knowledge to
work 2. kﬁowledge sufficiency for the work 3. creativity for working improvement 4. the Thai

language skill 5. knowledge on safety at work.
