The research aimed to evaluate a Bachelor of Education Curriculum
concerning Primary Education Curriculum in 4 aspects ; contex, input ,process and
product. The sample comprised of 131 subjects who associated with the curriculum
they were 39 graduate students,26 under graduate students,7 instructors, 5 curriculum
experts,18 graduate employers and 36 graduate students coworkers

It was found that :

1. The context aspect concerning the objectives, the structures and
the content of curriculum were at highly satisfied.

2. The input aspect concerning instructors and students were at
highly satisfied ,but for classrooms, instructional media and instructional environment
were at moderate satisfied.

3. The process aspect concerning curriculum management, process of
instruction and the evaluation process were at highly satisfied.

4. The product aspect concerning quality of working in school of the graduates

and the desirable competencies were at highly satisfied.
