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Abstract

This research aims to develop a model of causal relationship structure of democratic
citizenship behavior of bachelor degree students. The sample group of this research is 1,087
students in the bachelor degree education from first to third year enrolling 3 three different
programs: Health Science, Science and Technology and Social Sciences and Humanities. The
sample group is selected using Multi-stage Random Sampling. The data analysis is done using
LISREL program. The research findings reveal that the model of good democratic citizenship
behavior of bachelor degree students is consistent with the empirical data. It also indicates that
the process of socialization from family, educational institution, peers, ethical reasons and sense
of efficacy in citizenship can be collectively utilized to forecast the attitude toward democratic
citizenship behavior at 79% probability. In the meantime socialization from media, the ability to
achieve metacognition and future orientation and self-control can collectively forecast the sense
of efficacy in citizenship at 65% probability. It is also found that socialization from family,
educational institution, peers, media, the ability to achieve metacognition, ethical reasons, future
orientation and self-control, a sense of political efficacy, attitude toward good democratic
citizenship behavior can be used collectively to predict good democratic citizenship behavior
with 69% probability.
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
