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Abstract

Diversity of plants and indigéﬁous knowledge of communitieswas studied at

Ban Ang-Ed official community forest (Chaipattana fandation), Chantaburi province.

Exploration and collection of botanical specimens was made from August 2012 to
April2014. Specimens were classified into 48 families 80 genera 81 species 10
unidentified species and 1 unidenti_ﬂéd. By interviewing herbalists, they were found
that 45 species of those were folk.medicine. Two species were edible plants and 6
species were recommended for the other purpose such as house building, animal
poison, packaging and insecticide. Amomum uliginosum K.D. Konig were the highest

distribution plants that they were found in 23 plots from 29 plots.
